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THE IMPORTANCE OF CONFIDENCE

It's important for students to feel confident because if they don't,
they simply don’t learn as fast or gain the fluency they need.
Students who lack confidence often complain or say things like,
“I' can’t do it’; “I don’t know how to say that’; “I'm going to be in an
English-speaking country, and I can’t speak”. It is very important
for our students to feel confident. And that is why during the
English clubs, elementary school students have learned to be
more courageous. The students went onstage and talked about
themselves.

Ways to Boost Student Confidence?

In general, we should praise students for guesses, even incorrect
ones. Similarly, a teacher shouldn't ever laugh or ridicule a guess,
no matter how far from the mark it may be.

A positive and supportive learning environment is important, and
everyone in the class must realize that it's better to make and
work out mistakes in the classroom than to do so in real-life
situations.

We shouldn't correct every mistake that students make, as the
teacher should understand mistakes, errors and correction.
Instead focus on problems relevant to the target language and (to
some extent) level-relevant mistakes.

With the above suggestions, students can and do gain speaking
confidence. And with confidence comes a greater sense of
enjoyment in the language-learning process.
