This month we’ve celebrated International Women’s Day. During this month our student’s developed a 
renewed appreciation for all women from past, present and future. We also took the time to learn 
about important female figures from history: women who had an important impact on the world. Let’s 
take a closer look at 3 leading ladies. 
Amelia Earhart 

Amelia Mary Earhart was an American pilot and author. Earhart was 
the first woman to fly alone across the Atlantic Ocean. She set 
numerous other records, was one of the first aviators to promote 
commercial air travel, wrote best-selling books about her flying 
adventures, and was instrumental in the formation of a female pilot 
organization. She disappeared in 1937 and was never seen again. 
Decades after her disappearance, Earhart was inducted into the 
National Aviation Hall of Fame in 1968 and the National Women's Hall 
of Fame in 1973. 

Marie Curie 

Marie Salomea Skodowska-Curie was a Polish and naturalized-

French physicist and chemist who pioneered radioactivity 

research. She was the first woman to receive a Nobel Prize, the 

first person to receive two Nobel Prizes, and the only person to 

receive a Nobel Prize in two different scientific fields. She was 

the first woman to be appointed as a professor at the University 

of Paris in 1906. What an amazing academic role model.  

Florence Nightingale 

Florence Nightingale fought for women’s rights, was a 

statistician, and she was the founder of modern nursing in 

England. During the war, Nightingale rose to prominence as a 

nurse, manager and trainer. She organized care for wounded 

soldiers. She significantly reduced the number of deaths by 

improving hygiene and living conditions. Nursing gained a 

positive reputation thanks to Nightingale, who became an icon of 

her time.
